Target: Your view of God determines the value you place upon God, thus possibly creating a version
of God that is way too small.

A. Claims to be God: "I and the Father are one...” John 10:30 *they sought to stone Jesus for this.
B. Shares same title as God: “Truly, Truly, I say to you, before Abraham was, I am.” (John 8:58)
C. Radiance of God: “He is the radiance of the glory of God and the exact imprint of his

nature” (Hebrews 1:3) *Matthew 17:2: “He was transfigured before them...”

I1. Jesus' before Creation'with'God: “the firstborn of all creation” (Col. 1:15b)

A. Meaning of the Firstborn: Prototokos - Priority, Ruler.

B. Misunderstanding of the “Son”: Unique, one of Kind.
1. John 3:16: “For God so loved the world, that He gave his only begotten son...”
2. John 1:14: “And the Word became flesh and dwelt among us, and we have seen his glory,
glory as of the only son.”

A. For Reconciliation: “through him to reconcile to himself all things, whether on earth, making
peace by blood of his cross” (Vs. 20)

B. For Presentation: “..in order to present you holy and blameless and above reproach before
him.” (Vs. 22)
