*See what kind of love the Father has given to us, that we should be called children of God; and so we are (1 John 3:1)

● God as : Your kingdom come, your will be done, on earth as it is in heaven. (Vs. 10)
Your Authority: “Your Kingdom”
Your Agenda: “Your Will”
My Acceptance: “Be Done”
Your Administration: “On earth as it is in heaven“

*Seek first the kingdom of God and His righteousness and all these things will be added unto you. (Matthew 6:33)

2. Declaration of Dependence & Defense

● God as : Give us this day our daily bread. (Vs. 11)
