2. Justice was Required: “For the wages of sin is death, but the free gift of 

God is eternal life in Christ Jesus our Lord.” (Romans 6:23) 
B. The Price was Perfection:  

1. His Sinlessness: “For we do not have a high priest who is unable to 
sympathize with our weaknesses, but one who in every respect has been 
tempted as we are, yet without sin.” (Hebrews 4:15)
